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Description automatically generated]Under Section 7 of the Education Act 1996, the duty as a parent or guardian is to make sure the child receives efficient, full-time education suitable for their age, ability, and aptitude and for any additional learning needs they may have.
The statutory school age in the UK is 5-16 years of age. A child becomes of statutory school age the term after their 5th birthday. The child remains so until the last Friday in June in the academic year (year 11) in which they become 16.

We are committed to ensuring that children’s needs are identified and that all children and young people are fully engaged in their education. This may occasionally include Fixed Penalty Notices and/or prosecution in court.

We are a dedicated team made up of an Inclusion Manager, Lead Inclusion officers, Inclusion Officers, Engagement and Attendance Liaison Officers, Licensing and Data Officer, Pupil Engagement Casework Co-ordinator, Admin Support team and Out of School tutor.

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Attendance and Educational Welfare – We work on a referral basis from schools and parents in the Vale of Glamorgan where there are concerns with attendance. We will work with you and the school to support your child with any attendance issues. Any child with attendance below 90% is considered by the Welsh Government to be persistently absent. 

Child Missing Education (CME) – The Welsh Government states that every Local Authority within the UK have a duty to ensure that all children who are statutory school age receive the education that they are entitled to. If you believe that a child may be missing school or education, please inform the Inclusion Team. After 20 days of absence, schools will automatically notify the local authority. 






Elective Home Education (EHE) – This is a term used to describe when parents choose to educate their children themselves instead of sending them to school. The parents will take on full responsibility for the education including exams. The Local Authority can offer advice, guidance and support to families as well as monitoring the home education. 

What does the Inclusion Team do? 

Fixed Penalty Notice (FPN) and Prosecution – 
Schools may request we issue a Fixed Penalty Notice. A Fixed Penalty Notice is a fine given for unauthorised absences from school. A prosecution may be considered if the fine is not paid or there is continued persistent absence.

Exclusion support and prevention – Schools notify the Inclusion Team of any exclusions, and we can support the learner and school with reintegration back into learning. 

Children involved in entertainment – Children involved in entertainment may require a performance licence and a licenced chaperone to be present. 
The employment of children – If your child is 13 or above, they will need an employment license provided by the employer to work. If the child’s attendance is low, the Local Authority may deny the employment licence. For more information, please contact the licencing team.
